Join the optional guided excursion to visit the beautiful and 
picturesque village of Oia where you can see the famous blue domed churches 
or take the cable car up to the town of Fira, perched high on the rim of the 
ancient volcano.  

 Sail to the port of Piraeus.

Day 5 CORINTH GREECE 
7/8/24  Early morning arrival at the port of Piraeus. Disembark after breakfast and 

depart for your morning tour out of Athens. Driving along the Saronic Gulf, we 
enjoy a quick photo stop at the historic Corinth Canal. 

 Continue to the archaeological site of Corinth (Acts 18:1-18) where Paul lived 
and worked, establishing a thriving church, subsequently sending two of his 
epistles, now part of the New Testament. Here, we see all of the sites associated 
with his ministry: the Agora, the Temple of Apollo, the Roman Odeon, the Bema 
and Gallio’s Seat. The small local archaeological museum is an absolute must!  

 Return to Athens in the afternoon. Evening will be free to explore the historical 
and modern center of the city.
